WHO WE ARE:

The Climate Action Programme was established in 2017 and was originally developed to support the 
Climate Action and Low Carbon Development Act of 2015 and the National Mitigation Plan 2017. 
More recently, development and implementation has focussed on a number of key actions set out in 
the Climate Action Plan. For Ireland to achieve a just transition, we know we need rapid societal 
change and collaboration between local and national government, NGO’s, business, communities, 
and individuals. The National Dialogue on Climate Action (NDCA) is the primary tool to actively 
engage people with climate, enabling and empowering at a local and national level. It does so 
through 3 key pillars; climate literacy, enabling active engagement and through research and 
evidence.
